nestles in a truly magnificent alpine setting. Runholder, William Rees,
picked the site for his homestead in 1860, but two years later, with the discovery of gold
nearby, his neighbourhood suddenly became decidedly crowded and rowdy. Tourists arrived
in increasing numbers following the completion of the railway to Kingston in [878. From
Kingston they were transported to Queenstown by lake steamers, such as the famous paddle
wheeler ‘Mountaineer' (1879) (The Earnslaw, which still plies the lake, joined the fleet in 1912).

While goldrush Queenstown was dominated by men, the tourist industry was, for many years,
dominated by women. In the 1880s Stone's directory reported: "A striking peculiarity about
Queenstown is that although it has 4 hotels there is not one host, the proprietors all being
widows". The best known were Julia Eichardt, who ruled a "complete, commodious and elegant
edifice” known simply as 'Eichardts', and Rebecca Bond who opened 'The Mountaineer' ¢1886.
